 Actors Workshop
The Detroit Repertory Theatre’s Actors Workshop started in 1975 and was well attended for some 37 years, with over 4000 students participating, before the program was suspended in 2012 due to the lack of funds. The Annual Workshop Program consists of two ten week workshops a year. Participants meet for four hours every Saturday morning and take classes in voice and diction, scene study, improvisation and audition technique.

Due to the high demand from the community for the re-activation of this program, with over 2000 applicants on the waiting list hoping for enrollment, the program was re-activated with a workshop starting on October 8, 2016 and culminating December 12, 2016 with a Showcase presentation on stage at the Detroit Repertory Theatre; where hundreds of family members, friends, and supporters attend to witness the ceremony and the awarding of a Certificate of Completion to students who qualified.

The Workshop offers low cost, discounted theatre classes to all interested participants, including free classes to those who for economic, social or educational reasons have been unable to pursue a dream and wishes to utilize the acting process for personal development.
Far more than just an acting training program, participants attending the Workshop Program also gain self-improvement skills and other lifestyle alternatives. By using the acting process, students gain self-confidence, learn public speaking, teamwork, discipline, and most importantly, empathy.
Over the past three decades, testimonials received by the Repertory Theatre from students who attended Workshops attributed knowledge acquired at the Workshops to be a reason for significant improvement in their lives including; becoming better employers and employees, heightening appreciation and understanding of arts and culture, strengthening of learning skills and building stronger relationships with their communities.

Starting dates for future Workshops to be held in 2017 is pending and will be announced at a later date.
